The New Year is rapidly approaching and so is the time for the new budget to be 
prepared.  The budget preparation starts with a review of the previous year.  Where 
did we need more monies budgeted and where did we need less?  The current 
yearôs budget is always used as a baseline for the new proposed budget. 

Officers are consulted as necessary to review the need for change.  For racing, cruising, social 
events, and for the shipôs store, the officers have much flexibility.  If they can bring in more income, 
then they can spend more.  Each officer just needs to end the year with the income and expenses 
nearly equal. 

The exception to this is the fixed expenses of the club.  These include the hall rental, insurance, sail-
ing association fees, postage and mailing, printing, and a variety of smaller miscellaneous items.  
The one expense that is discretionary is our charitable donations.  All these expenses are generally 
covered by the membership dues. 

After a preliminary budget is prepared it is reviewed by the board.  Comments are made and incor-
porated into the proposed budget for the New Year.  This budget proposal is then presented to the 
membership for final approval at the November general meeting.

Based upon the input from our members and according to our current bylaws the following two 

changes to the club bylaws are to be published in the Jib Sheet.  The changes are embold-

ened below. 

  

The first change is to recognize officially that our club includes cruising as one of its pur-

poses.  The second allows for co-captains for all of the positions in the club except for Com-

modore, which shall remain a single individual.  This change is with the hope that ñsnowbirdsò 

will be encouraged to hold a position and to ease the workload of the volunteer officers.    

  

These changes will be voted on at the September meeting with the recommendation that they 

be immediately adopted. 

  

Article III - OBJECTIVE  

The Objective of the club is to: 

  

A. Foster the spirit, art and science of sailboat racing; and cruising;  

  

Article VI - FLAG OFFICERS  

The Flag Officers of the club are Commodore, Vice Commodore, Rear Commodore, Fleet 

Captain - Racing, Fleet Captain - Cruising, Secretary, and Treasurer. 

  

A. It shall be the duty of the Commodore to: 

  

1. Command the fleet, and preside at meetings of Members and the Board; 

  

2. Call Special Meetings of the Membership as provided in Article IX, Paragraph E; 

  

3. Appoint a Nominating Committee at or before the September Regular Meeting which shall 

be composed of three Members not currently serving as Flag Officers, at least one of which 

shall be a Past Commodore.  The Nominating Committee shall be charged with the duty and 

responsibility to: 

  

a. Nominate a slate of Flag Officer candidates.  It shall be specifically authorized to have 

two members, if so nominated, to serve in a co -capacity for each Flag Officer position 

with the exception of Commodore, which shall be limited to one individual.    Any refer-

ence in these Bylaws to any Flag Officer shall also include the plural or Co -Officer, if 

appropriate.  

  

b. Report its slate of candidates to the Commodore in sufficient time to be published in the 

    October issue of the Jib Sheet;
